
Brief About Do Dham:
The Char Dham (meaning: four abodes) is a set of four pilgrimage sites in India. It is believed 

that visiting these sites helps achieve moksha (salvation). The four Dhams are, Badrinath, 

Dwarka, Puri and Rameswaram. Dham as defined by Adi Shankaracharya consists of four Hindu 

pilgrimage sites. These main 'dhamas' are the shrines of Lord Vishnu and Rameshwaram is a 

shrine of lord Shiva. All the 'dhamas' are related to four epochs, (1) Dham of Satyuga- Badrinath, 

Uttarakhand (2) Dham of Tretayuga - Rameswaram, Tamil Nadu (3) Dham of Dwaparayuga - 

Dvaraka, Gujarat (4) Dham of Kaliyuga - Jagannatha Puri, Odisha.

Another small circuit in Uttarakhand of four pilgrimage sites-Yamunotri, Gangotri, Kedarnath, 

and Badrinath is referred to as Chota Char Dham which is locally popular in North India.
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1. Kedarnath:- This temple is devoted to God Shiva in the form of Kedarnath (Lord of Kedar). This 

is one of the 12 main Jyotirlinga in India. This is the third shrine of the Char Dham circuit.

2. Badrinath:- This temple is dedicated to Bhagwan Vishnu in the form of Badrinath (Lord of Badri). It is

also the part of the main Char Dham Circuit in India and the fourth shrine of the Chardham circuit.

Detailed program:

Day 1: Delhi – Haridwar
Departure to Haridwar (205 km. / 7 hrs.), check into Hotel. Later visit Hari-Ki-Pauri, 

Mansa Devi Temple, and enjoy evening the Ganga Aarti. Overnight at hotel. Night Stay

Day 2: Haridwar - Rishikesh – Rampur/Guptakashi
After having a healthy breakfast check out from the hotel and proceeds to Rishikesh (24 Km), 

enjoy half day city tour of Rishikesh visit Shivananda Ashram, Ram jhoola, Swarg Ashram, 
Geeta Ashram, Lakshman Jhoola. Afternoon proceed to Rampur via Rudraprayag (220 km / 8-

9 hrs.). Enroute enjoy lunch. Upon arrival, check into your Hotel. Overnight Stay.

Day 3: Rampur- Kedarnath- Rampur
Early hours proceed to Sonprayag (4 kms), then to Gaurikund (5 kms) by Govt. Jeep (at your own cost) 

and later proceed to Kedarnath (17 kms) by pony / Doli / walk. After Darshan & Pooja at Temple, return

to Rampur. Overnight stay.

Early morning after breakfast, check out the Hotel and drive to 

Badrinath/Pandukeshwar (218 kms / Approx. 12 hrs), Check into your 

Hotel. On arrival, check into hotel. Overnight Stay. Night Stay Badrinath / 

Pandukeshwar

Day 5: Badrinath – Pipalkoti
Morning visit to Temple Darshan of Shri Badrinath Ji and perform the rituals, if any and then return to

hotel. Check out the Hotel and proceed to visit to Mana Village (3 kms), the last Village before the
Tibetan border. Later, drive to Pipalkoti (75 kms / Approx 4 hrs), Check into your Hotel. Overnight Stay.

Morning after breakfast, check out the Hotel and drive to Haridwar (250 kms / Approx 8 hrs). Check in to

Registration of Yatris is a must. Biometric could be done at Haridwar/Rishikesh and also at

a number of places en-route viz Barkot/Uttarkashi/Gangotri/Phata/Sonparayag. This 

registration is compulsory only for passengers traveling by foot/pony/palki to Kedarnath.

The program involves treacherous hill drives and clients have to be informed about the 

climatic conditions in Uttarakhand during yatra from extreme hot to extreme cold. Also 

during the yatra season due to heavy rush, there are lot of traffic jams, diversions, and 

restrictions put by the authorities.

During yatra season Traffic is allowed on the roads from 5 AM Till 8 PM and there after 

traffic is not allowed at all. In case passengers get delayed due to traffic congestion & 

landslide which is beyond our control may not be able to reach the hotel booked for them 

and would have to bear the expenses of their stay for that night.

HOTELS:
 Packages are based on base category rooms, irrespective of the Hotel category opted. The hotels being 

provided in the itinerary are basic hotels in places like Barkot, Uttarkashi, Pandukeshwar, & Kedarnath. 
Since these hotels have very basic amenities you are advised not to expect facilities like hotels in metro 
cities. In most of the places, there are hours of power cutting, thus you are advised to bear the problem with 
us, however, hotels have power backups but for limited use only. All the hotels do not have a bellboy facility 
at times, clients may have to carry their own baggage to their rooms from the parking/from the vehicles that 
are parked near the hotel. Hot water is being provided at specific times (Approx. 5 AM Till 8 AM) of hotels 
only once during the day. At certain hotels, hot water may be provided with a bucket of hot water
