Day 1 (10:00 Hrs.): Delhi - Yamuna Nagar (205 km / Approx. 5 hrs.)
Board the vehicle from Hotel Southern, Karol Bagh, New Delhi and proceed to Yamuna Nagar. Enroute, visit
Kurukshetra. Upon arrival, check into the hotel. The evening is at leisure. Overnight stay in Yamuna Nagar.

Day 2 (06:00 Hrs.): Yamuna Nagar > Haridwar (Approx. 250 km / 7-8 hrs.)

Morning proceeds towards the Yamuna River. On arrival, devotees may take a Holy Bath in the Yamuna River.
Return to the hotel, have breakfast and check out the hotel. Drive to Haridwar. Upon arrival, check in to the
hotel. In the evening, proceed to Har Ki Pauri to witness the sacred Ganga Aarti (if time permits). Later, return to
the hotel. Overnight stay at Haridwar

Day 3 (07:00 Hrs.): Haridwar - Delhi Drop (225 km / Approx. 4-5 hrs.)
After breakfast, check out the hotel and proceed to Delhi (Hotel Southern, Karol Bagh). Arrive in the Afternoon.

PLACES COVERED

Kurukshetra

Kurukshetra, often referred to as the Land of the Bhagavad Gita, is one of the most sacred pilgrimage destinations
in India. It is believed to be the site of the legendary Mahabharata war, where Lord Krishna delivered the divine
teachings of the Bhagavad Gita to Arjuna. The region is dotted with numerous holy tanks, ancient temples, and
historic landmarks, such as Brahma Sarovar, Jyotisar, and Sannihit Sarovar. Pilgrims visit Kurukshetra to perform
rituals, take holy dips, and experience the spiritual aura that has been preserved for thousands of years.

Yamuna Nagar

Yamuna Nagar, located in the foothills of the Shivalik range, is known for its serene surroundings and proximity to
the Yamuna River, which holds immense religious importance. The region is associated with several mythological
references linked to Goddess Yamuna. Pilgrims often visit the riverbanks to take a holy bath, especially during
auspicious festivals such as Pushkaralu, as the Yamuna is considered sacred and purifying. The peaceful
atmosphere, lush greenery, and spiritual significance make Yamuna Nagar an important stop for devotees traveling
on religious circuits.

Haridwar

Haridwar is an important pilgrimage city, companioned by the river Ganges. The river Ganges, after flowing for 253
kilometres from its source at Gaumukh, enters the Indo-Gangetic Plains of North India for the first time at Haridwar,
giving the city its ancient name Gangadwara. Haridwar is regarded as one of the seven holiest places in Hindu
tradition. During the Kumbha Mela, millions of pilgrims and devotees gather here to take ritualistic baths in the
Ganges to cleanse their sins. Brahma Kund, located at Har Ki Pauri, is considered the most sacred ghat and a major
spiritual landmark.
